Like many musicians | tend to forget the works performed on the
previous night's concert as | begin to prepare for the next
challenge. It is amazing how much energy and concentration
musicians put into the performance of each piece, which they may
never encounter again. Only when considering that fact do | think
back over the years and recall the super human efforts that went
into certain concerts and of course remember the many noted
composers and performers no longer with us who formed such an
integral part of our lives. | will always treasure the integrity of our
players and the many never to be surpassed interpretations.

It is with boundless gratitude that | wish to thank the performers,
our loyal audiences, the arts councils, foundations and others who
have shown through their encouragement and support that our
efforts have been appreciated over the past forty years.
